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The tasks to be performed at BNL are:

1. Establish production distributed data services for ATLAS between BNL and CERN and other US ATLAS collaborating institutions.

2. Establish production distributed data services for STAR between BNL and LBNL.

3. Establish production distributed job submission services in support of the STAR and ATLAS experiments

4. Develop transparent distributed processing services integrated with ATLAS software infrastructure

5. Develop transparent distributed processing services integrated with STAR software infrastructure
